Revenues Aid
The General Fund includes $76.6 million in
revenues, $48.8 million from local tax levy, $17.6
from student tuition and fees, $7.2 million from
state aid, and $3.1 million from other revenue
sources consisting of interest, book store royalties,
contracts for services, high school contracts, room
rentals, etc.

Expenses

$76.6 million of operating expenses is budgeted in
the General Fund. This budget was developed
using a zero-based budgeting approach with some
controlled growth built in. $44.1 million is
budgeted for salaries and wages, $21.3 million for
employee fringe benefits, and $11.2 million for
other current expenses consisting of utility
expense, professional services, supplies, and

various other operating costs.

General Fund — used to account for all financial activities except those required to be
accounted for in another fund.

Special Revenue-Operational Fund — used to account for the proceeds and related financial
activity of specific revenue sources that are legally restricted to specific purpose other than
expendable trusts or major capital projects.

Special Revenue-Non Aidable Funds — used to account for assets held by a district in a
trustee capacity or as an agent for individuals, private organizations, other governmental
units or other funds.

Capital Projects Fund — used to account for financial resources and related financial activity
for the acquisition and improvement of sites and for the acquisitions, construction,
equipping and renovation of buildings.

Debt Service Fund — used to account for the accumulation of resources for, and payment of,
general long-term debt principal and interest.

Enterprise Funds — used to account for operations where the costs of providing goods or
services to the student body, faculty and staff, or the general public are financed primarily
through user fees.
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
