Applicants must be admitted into their respective programs, earning credits towards their
degree, and meet all other requirements listed below. Students designated as “pre-med,” or “pre-
nursing” do not meet applicant qualifications.

1) Student must be studying in a program for an Associate Degree in Applied Science or greater
in the medical field.

2) Student must be a resident of Green Lake, Marquette, or Waushara counties, or have
graduated from a high school located within listed counties.

3) Student must submit 250-500 word essay describing involvement with community and
volunteer efforts. Highlight unique qualities and experiences that demonstrate potential in
the health care field being studied. Essay should be typed in 12 point font, single or double
spaced, and mailed with application packet.

4) Student must have a letter from the school confirming attendance and good academic
standing after one semester or more. Letter is drafted and signed by school, and submitted
with application packet. Official transcripts also accepted.

5) Student must have a letter of recommendation from an instructor or mentor at their school.
Letter is drafted and signed by instructor, and submitted with application packet.

6) Application must be received by 26 May 2023.
