e Sign in and submit the Grant Application Form (applicants may apply to multiple funding programs) and
supporting documents.

« U.S. citizen identified as a member of a federally recognized minority group (African American, Native
American, Hispanic/Latino, or Pacific Islander)

e WI resident during academic year

e Enrolled full-time in, admitted to, or applied to any undergraduate program at a WSGC college or
university

» Enrolled in a STEM program of study and demonstrating an interest in aerospace or supporting NASA’s
mission

» Completed at least one year of a science, technology, engineering, or math undergraduate program

c. Adescription of present interest in the space field.

d. A description of the program of space-related studies the applicant plans to pursue during this period of
this award.

2. Copy of most recent college transcript (unofficial is acceptable)

3. Two (2) Letters of Recommendation: Letter(s) of recommendation may be submitted with the online
application. Confidential letter(s) of recommendation may be emailed to spacegrant@carthage.edu. Subject:
SBS20_LOR.

a. One froma STEM faculty member who advises the applicant (academic advisor or high school
advisor for incoming freshmen).

b. One from another faculty member, employer, or aerospace professional of the applicant’s choice.

*NOTE: Students also applying for the Undergraduate Research Fellowship or other Undergraduate
Scholarship Programs should submit a statement distinguishing the scholarship from the fellowship
application. Primary consideration for STEM Bridge Scholarship awardees is given to first-time applicants.
