Diesel Equipment Mechanic (31-412-1)

Diesel Equipment Mechanic is a one-year repair and maintenance program designed to
prepare an entry level diesel technician. This program is the first year of the associate
degree Diesel Equipment Technology program. Program instruction will include over
the road, off road and stationary applications. Emphasis will be placed on the
fundamentals and repair of diesel engines, and basic diesel vehicle systems including
brakes, heating, cooling, and electrical/electronic.

3 Diagnose, repair, and service drive train systems.
