Certificate Requirements

Gateway students must fulfill the following requirements to receive a General Studies Transfer Certificate
from Gateway:

1. Attain math competency - Math competency can be fulfilled by achieving a passing score on a
competency test at Mount Mary College, or by earning a grade of C or better in one of the
following math courses at Gateway Technical College:

2. Complete 801-136 English Composition 1 or 801-195 Written Communications
3. Complete a minimum of 27 credits (including math required for competency) from the Mount Mary
College Core Transfer List on the following page.

Students may complete additional courses from the Core Transfer List in this agreement up to a
maximum of 64 credits prior to admission to Mount Mary College.
