Technical Standards

Students enrolled in the Foundations if Teacher Education Program should be able to meet the established technical standards
identified below. The technical standards for the Foundations of Teacher Education Program are representative of those found in
the Paraprofessional profession.

Ability Standard Examples (not inclusive)
Physical Student must have sufficient: e Sit, stand, walk and maintain balance at varying intervals
e Endurance, strength, mobility, balance, e Bend, stretch, squat, twist, kneel and reach
flexibility and coordination to engage with e Good hand-eye coordination
children in the classroom environment e Arm-hand steadiness
e Gross and fine motor skills to move with e Ability to adapt to cold weather situations (recess duty)
ease and manipulate objects e Finger and manual dexterity

(squeeze, grasp, twist, pinch, and manipulate small objects)
e Ability to transport a child from one location to another

Sensory Student must have sufficient: e Detect normal speaking-level sounds
e Auditory ability e Detect faint voices (whispers)
e Visual ability e Detect situations when not able to see students
e Sense of Smell e Detect auditory alarms (fire, weather, etc.)
e Tactile ability e Determine objects up to 20 inches away (books, skin conditions)

e Determine objects up to 60 feet away (playground
e Distinguish color intensity (flushed skin/paleness)

Communication | Student must have effective: e Ability to discuss and ask questions regarding student’s needs with
e Verbal communication classroom staff
e Nonverbal communication e Ability to convey information in a clear, professional and timely manner
e \Written communication e Listen and respond to others in an accepting and respectful manner
e Electronic communication e Listen and respond to others in a nonjudgmental, respectful manner
